5. Confirmation of the minutes of 17th March 2016
These minutes were agreed and signed by the Chairman.
6. Huntercombe Golf Club Demolition of 2 existing dwellings and the erection of 8 dwellings on land adjacent to Nuffield Hill P16/S1476/O 

A large number of residents objected to the above proposal on the following grounds:
a) New access

This is directly opposite Magnolia Cottage, which is very close to the road, and will impact on the residents of this property with noise, intrusion and headlamps shinning directly in to it and the neighbouring properties. A number of residents expressed concern about road safety issues with the new access.  In moving the access road close to Ridgeway Close the residents in these houses will be affected by noise and intrusion from the traffic. The Golf Club have indicated in their application that they have moved the entrance to the proposed new location from the current location as they do not want visitors to the Club to drive through a 'housing estate' when arriving. We do not feel that this is a valid planning reason to move the access, when it impinges on existing properties.
b.) New houses

Removing some of the trees and replacing the existing bungalows with 8

houses will mean a number of houses opposite the entrance will now become

overlooked.
c.)Infrastructure

Nuffield lacks infrastructure. Mains sewerage is an ongoing issue. Nettlebed School 

the local primary school is oversubscribed. There is very limited public transport, and no shop or pub.
d.) Affordable housing element

The two affordable/ social housing element of the application are for golf club staff, and not affordable housing for the general population of the village. The Parish Council would like clarification from SODC that this is an allowable interpretation of the rules.
e.))Financial case for development by the golf club
The golf club states that the development is proposed to help the club invest in

facilities at a time of lower revenues and secure the long term future of the club.

The Parish Council do not believe that the granting of planning to support the

finances of a private members club is a valid planning justification. Clarification

from SODC on this issue would be helpful. Residents have questioned just how poor the financial position of the club is, when it has recently purchased a £1m+house adjoining the course to protect its interests.
f) Creeping development

Residents have also expressed concern about creeping development at the site

in to the field owned by the club to the north west of the proposed development.

a. Townlands Steering Group
The following statement had been issued:
“We are pleased to say that following the last stakeholder reference group, it has been agreed that the group will meet in public. Development of the Rapid Access Care Unit (RACU) 
The recruitment process for the role of lead consultant for the RACU at Townlands Hospital is on-going. The opening of the RACU is dependent on the notice period of the successful candidate. 

Maurice Tate Room 
NHS Property services are in touch with Maurice’s son David, who would like to put up a plaque in the room, acknowledging the Maurice Tate Building’s history and the purpose of the room. We are agreeing the wording with partners and will work with David and the Round Table to facilitate a small inauguration/unveiling ceremony, with a date to be confirmed. Landscaping and memorial garden 
NHS Property services are aware of community interest in landscaping and suggestions for a memorial garden. This project is being led by Amber/Vinci. We have asked for any agreed proposals to be submitted to us before implementation so we can consult partners and tenants on them. 

War Memorial 
The wooden memorial that was previously located in the entrance to the MIU has been hung on a large blank wall in the atrium to the left of reception at the front of the building. The boards are fully accessible to patients and visitors at any time and the area is of course accessible to disabled visitors. 

Phase 2 works 
The old Peppard \ MIU \ and Maurice Tate buildings are now fully demolished. Ground works are now underway to construct the drainage infrastructure, soak away, and retaining walls etc. These works are scheduled to be complete by end of August. 

Parking 
Parking will be released on a phased basis from the first week in July, releasing 30 spaces while maintaining the existing temporary spaces. 

Naming of the hospital 
NHS Property services are aware of recent media articles regarding the name of the hospital. We recognise the importance of the hospital to the town and would be interested to know whether there is any wider support for the idea of changing the name of Townlands Community Hospital. 

Official opening of the hospital 
No date has been set and NHS Property Services will continue working with the CCG and providers to work up plans.

b. The Crown PH

The Crown PH remained empty and neglected being used to store furniture for Brakespear’s with no further developments for its future known.
c. Footpath along A4130 from Porthill to Parish Boundary

Chair and Clerk had met with Nettlebed PC and OCC Councillors and officers. Nettlebed PC had agreed to clear their section and Nuffield would do the remaining part in their parish.
